The setting should be as follows:
Baud rate: 9600
Parity: None
Data bit: 8
Stop bit: 1
And the comm. Port should be open.

If your PC doesn’t have any kind of such software, you can use the Hyper Terminal to receive,

do as follow:

a) Open: Start — Programs — Accessories — Communications — Hyper Terminal

b) Then it will pop-up “Location Information”, choose “Cancel” -- “Yes” — “OK”

c) After that, it will pop-up “Connection Description” window. Put a name you like and
choose a icon you like. Then choose the right comm. Port you are using(eg, Com 3) in the
“Connect To” window. Set the ports as below:
